Jun 1900 - The other half of Coy went to BRITISH COLUMBIA and was at
ESQUIMALT, then VICTORIA from Aug 1900
Apr 1904 - The first half Coy moved to JAMAICA via British Columbia
Apr 1906 - The second half was absorbed by 48 Coy in VICTORIA
1927 - Reduced to a Cadre on formation of Jamaica Engineer Corps
1942 - Coy disbanded in JAMAICA
